Applicants must be admitted to the university and have a minimum overall GPA of 2.50 on a 4.00 scale (as calculated
by NIU), including transfer courses.

Students pursuing this degree will need to:

Successfully complete the lllinois Certification Testing System (ICTS) Basic Skills Test as soon as possible,
preferably prior to Orientation at NIU. This test is a prerequisite to ARTE 342 Introduction to Art Education: Content and
Clinical Experience at the Elementary Level (3), one of the first courses taken in this program. For more information about
ICTS, visit www.icts.nesinc.com.

Complete NIU’'s EPFE 201 Education as an Agent for Change (3) or IDSP 211 Educating for Cultural Sensitivity (3).
Student must have a minimum 2.75 GPA in all NIU and transfer courses to enroll in Art Education courses and must have
a minimum 2.50 GPA in all NIU courses to obtain teacher certification.

Successfully complete the Art Education entrance portfolio review concurrent with enrollment in NIU’'s ARTE 342. For
this review, students must submit studio work and appropriate Art Education materials for evaluation by the Art Education
faculty.
