Alfred F. Young Dissertation Research Grant Application

The Alfred F. Young Dissertation Research Grant is aimed to support dissertation research by PhD students in the History Department at Northern Illinois University. Awards typically do not exceed 
$1000. Applications to the Graduate Committee of the History Department are accepted twice a year—on October 15 and March 15. Most often these grants are used to support summer research, but they may also cover expenses accrued during the academic year. Application for funds must be made and approved prior to research or travel. Priority for research funds is given to first time applicants. Additional scrutiny may be applied to subsequent applications from previous recipients. This application should be sent directly to the Director of Graduate Studies. All applications for the Alfred F. Young Dissertation Research Grant must be accompanied by a supporting letter of recommendation from the student’s dissertation advisor.
