Announcements
Levin confirmed that there will be no CMCT meeting in December.  The meeting in January is on the first day of classes and will take place.

Minutes
A revision was made to the minutes from the meeting of October 18, 2011.  The minutes from the meeting of September 20, 2011, were approved without any changes.  The revised minutes from the meeting of October 18, 2011, were also approved.      

Recommendations for Next Year’s Past Participants Panel  
Committee members commented on the particularly high quality of this year’s presentations. The following names were suggested for possible inclusion in next year’s past participants’ panel: Patricia Tattersall, Doris MacDonald, Lori Czerwionka (the latter two together), Reva Freedman, and Shanthi Muthuswamy.   

Follow-Up Lunches
A message will be sent out to inform participants that this will be an MCTI reunion.  Cassidy will host on February 15, 2011 at 12:00 p.m.  Moremen will host on February 21 at 12:15 p.m. Rosenbaum and Towell will co-host one lunch; Levin will co-host the other. The lunches will be held in Blackhawk Annex.  Catherine will reserve the rooms. Committee members are strongly encouraged to attend.

Assessment
Pre and post-test:  The committee continued their discussion of brief pre- and post-test assessments that will be implemented by institute participants in their transformed courses. 
 
Discussion of Assessment Format: We will ask faculty members to administer the tests and provide them with guidelines so that the process is more uniform.  Index cards of different colors (to keep classes separate) will be used for student responses. Assessments will take place the second week of classes after the class add/drop date and then again in one of the last two weeks of the semester.  We will track aggregate rather than individual change, looking for less stereotyping and more understanding of diversity and social justice.  In the spring we will use only the term “diversity”; since we have two more semesters, we will later pilot the test with “social justice” and an image.  
Faculty administering the test must reinforce to their students that responses need to be the first 3 words that come to mind.  Students should not take a lot of time to think about their responses.  The ultimate goal is that the 2013 MCTI participants will be required to include this assessment in their courses.  

Book Idea/History of Transformed Courses
The committee moved on to discuss the possibility of writing a book as well as putting together a history of past MCTI report topics and courses that have been transformed.  

Levin said that ten chapters on transformed courses should be enough.  Interested faculty members will be given about a semester to complete their portions.  Moremen mentioned that she would be willing to write something about the “Mirrors of Privilege” video.  It would also be beneficial to have people from different colleges, departments, and institutes participate.  Levin will work up a draft call for papers and outline for the committee to look at in the January meeting.  She asked members to approach those who did an exceptionally good job with reports/presenting and ask them to consider contributing.  Gonzales is willing to consider writing about the early history of the institute after the project takes further shape.

The meeting was adjourned at 10:52 a.m.  The next meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, January 17, 2011, from 10:00-11:30 in Altgeld 203.
