	LEEA 686 Data-driven decision making activity-Candidates use a variety of school data to assess one school process/practice and its outcomes and design and implement a new strategy that focuses on improving outcomes.  Data are disaggregated in a number of ways, including by race, class, language, etc. and the new strategy is designed to focus on improvement of all groups.  Using a rubric, candidates are assessed on their ability to communicate with all stakeholders, create an optimal learning environment with attention to equity, and ability to accommodate learners with diverse needs. (Proficiencies # 2, 3, 5)

LEEA 655 Planning and Decision-making reflective paper -Candidates apply systems theory and models of problem solving, planning, implementation and assessment to issues of educational administration.  It involves an evaluation of a school district and its educational outcomes, including outcomes disaggregated by race, class, gender, language, and other areas of difference.  Candidates are assessed on their ability to advocate for improved policies and practices that promote equitable learning outcomes for all students.  Also, they are assessed on their willingness to examine their own beliefs, assumptions regarding diversity and learning.  (Prof. # 1, 2, 3, 5, 7)
LEEA 620 School Finance Research Paper-Candidates must show understanding of the effective, equitable, and efficient use of fiscal resources at the district level.  This assessment focuses on the equitable distribution of funds across demographic groups and learning groups (i.e., talented/gifted programs, special education). (Prof. # 2, 3, 5, 6, 7)
LEEA 600 Dispositions Self assessment- At the beginning of the program, candidates complete a dispositions self-assessment aimed at helping them learn more about leadership dispositions and possible areas of strengths and weaknesses related to issues of diversity, specifically those dealing with race, class, special needs, and other areas of difference.  (Prof. # 5, 6, 7)

LEEA 686 Field experience dispositions assessment- Candidates are assessed on their beliefs about learning, ability to advocate for and be responsible for the learning of students from diverse populations, and their ability to interact with a diverse population. (Prof. # 4, 5, 6, 7)

LEEA 686 Internship field experience.   Candidates are assessed on the activities and projects that demonstrate their understanding of the relevance of diversity to the learning environment and their role and responsibility to advocate for improved programs and practices that affect the learning of diverse groups of students.  (Prof. # 1-7)

	LEEA 620 Fiscal operations Excel Spreadsheet - Candidates use a spreadsheet to provide evidence of effective and equitable use of human, fiscal, and material resources at the district.  They are assessed on their ability to use an Excel spreadsheet as a tool in the management of information and business processes in the administration of a school. Also, technology use and accessibility appear as key resources/issues students must consider in this assignment. (Prof. #1, 2, 3)

LEEA 686 Creation of electronic portfolio- Candidates demonstrate application of technology use via creation of electronic portfolio on Livetext  (Prof. #2)

LEEA 686 Data driven decision making activity- Candidates use data from the online Illinois Interactive Report Card or other databases to analyze school systems and support specific strategies used in their decision-making.    (Prof. # 1, 2)
