COURSE DESCRIPTION

Provides conceptual tools for understanding community health issues, introduces principles and methods for promoting health, emphasizes community health perspectives based on the multilevel nature of health, and discusses development of effective health promotion programs based on interaction and interdependence of factors. Emphasis on Coordinated School Health Programs provides school specific application of concepts taught.
COURSE OBJECTIVES:

· Students will be able to construct an understanding of community health education concepts needed for effective collaboration.

· Students will be able to demonstrate an understanding of the contemporary methods of planning coordinated school health programs.

· Students will be able to develop and carry out plans to evaluate the effectiveness of coordinated school health education program needs.

· Students will be able to demonstrate knowledge and the role of the various components of a coordinated school health program.

· Students will be able to demonstrate an understanding of the role of local and national organizations in coordinated school health programs.

· Students will be able to demonstrate understanding of the role of the health educator as a resource person for school health programs and health promotion.

Quizzes: Quizzes will be given based on the required chapter readings in the Health is Academic textbook.        
Reaction Paper Assignments: Reaction papers will be assigned for outside readings and for in-class activities.  Quizzes and reactions paper assignments will usually be 5-15 points each. Additional outside readings will be announced in class and posted on Blackboard. Those in-class assignments that are missed cannot be made up.
Virtual County Resource Map: Working in groups of three students will be required to develop a county-wide resource map of available community health education services and resources that are pertinent for school health educators. Each group will be given a different county to research. Presentations of the virtual map will be given in class and a copy of the resources will be provided for each student in the class.

Course Examination: One exam will be administered during the course.  The exam may include multiple choice, true/false, matching, short answer and application questions.  A study guide will be provided for the exam.
