Course Description
This course provides the opportunity for development and evaluation of curricula appropriate for school and other settings.  Emphasis is on issues, techniques, and resources necessary for the health professional to interact within the school, community and home environments.  Examination of theories underlying preventative and rehabilitative substance abuse programs is also included.

Special note: Although some alcohol, tobacco, and other drug information is necessary for understanding educational approaches (and will be included in the course), the primary focus is on methods of drug education and drug prevention.

GENERAL COURSE GOALS AND OBJECTIVES

By the end of the course the student should be able to:

1) Outline the psychological, sociological, and physiological effects of chemical use or abuse.

2) Demonstrate competence in using the Internet to locate resources related to drug issues.

3) Assess the role of schools and community in the prevention, treatment, and rehabilitation of chemical dependency.

4) Analyze the effectiveness of drug education and substance abuse prevention efforts in schools and communities.

5) Analyze media messages related drug use, prevention of drug abuse, and treatment and rehabilitation of drug abuse.

6) Analyze the function research agencies in the prevention, treatment, and rehabilitation.

7) Evaluate current drug education programs in terms of (a) objectives, (b) learning activities, (c) methods, (d) materials, (e) content, and (f) evaluation.

8) Evaluate current drug abuse treatment and rehabilitation programs.

9) Apply knowledge related to alcohol, tobacco, and other drug issues to plan and implement drug education programs in schools and other practice settings.
