Course Description: 
This course will include a comprehensive discussion of the nature of normal and disordered phonological development as well as theories of acquisition.  General principles and specific procedures for the diagnosis and remediation of speech sound disorders in diverse populations will be presented.  Students will gain experience in differential diagnosis and intervention by using case studies.  Illustrative phonological data and practice transcriptions will be presented throughout the course to allow students to refine their diagnostic and prescriptive problem-solving skills.

Course Objectives: Students will obtain minimum competencies required by ASHA when they complete respective assignments at a satisfactory level (80% or better).  Final grades will only be reported after students satisfy all standards.  If the student does not attain minimum competencies by the end of the semester, an incomplete will be recorded.
