The above are the sole items to be addressed in this special meeting of the CITC Committee, with primary concern being both how the standards will be met across all programs and how they will be presented in the NIU Catalog.


R. Wheeler commented on the transition we will be going through, which will over-turn the pattern of many decades, giving the opportunity to go from course-based standards to a more direct address of meeting standards through performance-based assessment.


M. Bridge reminded that while all programs are required to demonstrate alignment of their programs to the ISBE standards in all three of the above areas by July 1, 2003, Dr. Wheeler has requested that all programs meet an NIU internal deadline of January 1, 2003, so that the program’s plans and assessment policies can be reviewed by CITC prior to the ISBE compliance date.


Discussion was centered on the following areas:

· That we be concerned about both the quality of our candidates in meeting the standards and in doing so in a manner that meets the needs of the student;

· Clarification of the several sets of ISBE standards and how they align with NCATE and each program’s professional organization’s standards;

· How each standard will be identified and met in each program;

· How Registration & Records will be able to identify program completion for NIU students and 

· How R & R will be able to identify standards met by our students for endorsements and for certification in states other than Illinois;

· Whether a capstone experience could be used for program completion

· The importance of forms of evidence (electronic portfolio) that standards are met;

· The need for standards to be tied to courses for centralized verification;

· The difference between programs that are tied to certification and which are degree-based;

· Not all standards are met in only one course and each course could be tied to several standards;

· Documentation of verification through assessment/student work samples/portfolios;

· Educational Foundations coursework is interdisciplinary, not program-specific, which could result in duplication as well as the expertise being scrutinized by ISBE/NCATE;

· Each program developing ideas and system, then CITC review of proposals and process;

· Need for concrete discussion, not “general” ideas;

· Need for catalog changes;

· Possibility of Ac Hoc Committee to develop a framework for discussion and review.

At this point there was a motion by H. Kafer to invite all programs to develop proposals and bring forward for CITC review.  Motion seconded by R. Dembinski.  Motion passed.
R. Wheeler reminded the group that all programs need to submit the completed Professional Education Requirements Table to the UOTC by 2/1/02.  This should also include proposed courses.  

R. Wheeler also clarified that all programs, regardless of the extent of program changes, will need to submit evidence to CITC that their programs meet the new ISBE standards. 

Motion by F Kitterle to form an Ad Hoc Committee to discuss principles and the cross-function of colleges and certification programs and report back to CITC.  Motion seconded by J. Van Lente.  Motion passed.    Following discussion it was determined that R. Wheeler and K. Cole would jointly convene this committee.  The Deans of the colleges offering certification would appoint two persons per college, one of whom would be a voting member of CITC.
