• the need for CITC by-laws to be evaluated for alignment with University Rules & Regulations; 
• the impact of voting membership on committees, especially in colleges with fewer teacher 
certification programs; 

• the possible need for departments to play a more active role in designating tenure-line 
representatives to CITC, noting the fact that fewer department dollars are allocated for “Faculty 
no-rank” members to CITC;

• the current situation on the Curriculum Committee, in which voting membership is undefined;

• the policy that curriculum decisions are the responsibility of tenure-line faculty only and that 
many of the decisions and recommendations of all the sub-committees impact curriculum.
