Cox-Henderson’s heroic efforts to prepare documents addressing the needs of all the parties involved.  The next step is to finalize the district agreements, which should take place shortly.

5. TEACH Floor Committee

Kafer reported that the four deans had been unable to meet yet, but that they planned to do so shortly.  M. Bridge pointed out the need to link faculty commitment to the House experience as quickly as possible for purposes of recruiting, application evaluation and Housing timelines and that providing programming was not the only need for this residential floor to succeed.

R. Wheeler reported that this newly formed committee has met, and a preliminary report was distributed.  They are moving toward recommendations to bring to CITC.
