M. Bridge:  There were two items in the folders.  One item is in regard to a 


January 2002 session on Illinois Early Learning Standards & Assessment, for your 


information.  The second item was an ISBE notice of proposed change in Standards, 


which would expand the content area on infusion of special education requirements in 


programs.  This is FYI on up-coming requirements.  K. Cole also reported on 



EPSE/TEDU 457 addressing these changes.  All levels of current special education 


categories are under ISBE proposed rules to be combined into one certification, 



“Learning/Behavior Specialist 1”.  This could affect the representation on CITC as there 


would be one large program instead of six smaller ones.  K. Cole also reported that there 


is no change at

Windelborn.  Discussion followed on the New Business section of the Summary, 



regarding the election of the sub-committee chair and the composition of the 



membership.  Discussion included:



•voting and representative status of CITC Chair-elect,  



•the definition of “faculty”, 




•the distinction between voting and non-voting members of CITC, 



•proxy procedures, 



•the need for more faculty members to become active on committees, 



•the differences in the wording of Article 4 of the CITC By Laws regarding sub-



committee membership, 



•whether a non-voting CITC member can chair a sub-committee, and 



•whether or not the chair of any sub-committee should be “tenure-track faculty”.  




This item was referred to the PRSA committee.  F. Kitterle suggested that the wording 


include “tenure or tenure-track faculty”.  


The question was called on approval of the Summary.  Motion not passed.  


The items in the summary were then addressed individually.  


Motion by P. Ervin, seconded by A. Windelborn, to approve Item II.C. for ENG 548 to be 

recommended as an addition to the CITC approved Methods and Professional education 

course list.  Motion passed.  


Motion by P. Ervin, seconded by A. Windelborn, to approve Item II.D. for ENG 548 to be 

recommended as a substitution for ENG 504 in combination with ILAS 301 to meet the 


NIU Multicultural requirement.  Motion passed.  


Motion by C. Fox, seconded by P. Ervin, that the Curriculum Committee will request that 

the colleges submit lists of NIU course substitutions for certification requirements to 


them.  Motion passed.  


P. Ervin requested that the college deans provide a list of NIU courses only, not 



community college courses, etc., to the Curriculum Committee.  


P. Ervin addressed the Summary Item I. Old Business, but it was determined that this is 


not a CITC issue.

Research and Assessment:  D. Boughton reporting 


The committee is considering the state requirements, how to implement the 



requirements, a timeline, identification of the kinds of assessment instruments to be 


used, what data is to be collected and who will collect it, where it is stored and what is 


done with the out-comes of the assessment process.  The compilation of the TTK 


surveys is also in progress.

Procedures, Rules, and Student Appeals:  M. Mazzola reporting 

Criminal Background Check:  A follow-up letter was sent to those students identified 
through Registration & Records (RITC form) as certification candidates.  “Official”, 
unopened IL State Police reports will be accumulated in the UOTC with the opened 
reports brought in by students sent to the program coordinators.  This item was 
continued on the agenda for further clarification of the process to be implemented.


Criminal Advisement Form:  Motion by M. Mazzola, seconded by S. Conklin, that this 
form no longer be printed, but that it will appear on the website in a format for printing, 
not electronic transmittal.  Motion passed.


CITC Membership:  Motion by M. Mazzola, seconded by J. Van Lente, to include the 
Alternative Certification Coordinator as a CITC non-voting member.  This bylaws item 
was referred to the PRSA committee.  F. Kitterle proposed that the following wording be 
considered as a “first reading” at this meeting:  

Article 2.  Membership on the Committee on Initial Teacher Certification

        2.3  Administrative Representation


  Ex officio members of the CITC shall include a representative from the 


  Provost, Dean of each college housing an initial teacher certification 



  program, Dean of the Graduate School, Director of Registration and 



  records, Coordinator of Community College Relations, the University 



  Certification Officer, the University Coordinator of Teacher 




  Certification, and the Alternative Certification Coordinator.  

M. Mazzola also reported that the committee recommended that non-voting status not 
be granted to other departments or special interest groups at this time.



Alternative Certification:  J. Okrasinski reported that the English Department GET test is 


available through the English department on a more timely basis for the new cohort than 

the ETS Writing Sample Test.  Motion by M. Mazzola, seconded by C. Fox, that, for this 


year only, the English Department GET test be accepted in place of the ETS Writing 


Sample Test.  Motion passed.   Motion by M. Mazzola, seconded by C. Fox, that the 


New Jersey Academic Profile Test be replaced by the IL Test of Basic Skills.  Motion 


passed.
