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NCATE standards are undergoing a review process to clarify areas that aren’t clear, make slight revisions, and make additions to the glossary.  Revisions will aim increase consistency of concepts being evaluated across proficiency levels, eliminate redundancies, clarify what applies to advanced programs, and consider reversing the order of elements 1 and 2.  The timeline for revisions is as follows:

Proposed revisions include the following:





The Conceptual Framework


Eliminated “evidences” used by the BOE to examine units’ implementation of the conceptual framework


Added diversity and technology to the structural elements


Included summary of the entire assessment system as an element of the conceptual framework rather than only including the system by which candidate proficiencies are assessed. 


The Standards Committee will propose eliminating Precondition #5, which asks units to describe the system by which they evaluate unit operations.





Standard 1: Candidate Knowledge, Skills and Dispositions


Rearranged the elements of the standard to group elements that apply to programs for teachers together and elements that apply to other professional school personnel together


Included expectations for advanced level programs for teachers in the rubrics 


Combined elements on content knowledge for professional school personnel and professional knowledge for other professional school personnel

Added more explicit language on aggregating and disaggregating data


Clearly stated expectations for sharing data with faculty and candidates


Better defined differences between program level data and unit level data





Standard 3: Field Experiences and Clinical Practice


Clarified expectations for field experiences for advanced programs 


for teachers and other personnel – field experiences should take place in neighboring schools and school districts, in community settings, and in the schools and classrooms where candidates may work





Standard 4: Diversity


Strengthened the wording of the standard to make it more outcomes-based – included a sentence in the standard that says assessments indicated that candidates meet the units proficiencies related to diversity


Included linguistic diversity at the acceptable level in the curriculum and experiences with P-12 students


More clearly defined the types of diversity for the latter 3 elements


Race/ethnicity – census categories


Experiences with at least two groups





Standard 5: Faculty Qualifications, Performance, and Development


Combined elements on service and collaboration


Used consistent references to faculty





Standard 6: Governance and Resources


Clarified “comparable” units on campus as those departments or 


schools with clinical components


Considering faculty load in relation to on-line courses
