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Summary of NCATE Board Actions, 


Fall 2007
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NCATE’s expanded definition of advanced programs was released in Spring 2007 with its revised standards.  This expanded definition now includes programs offered for certified teachers seeking professional development. If the program is marketed to teachers and/or contains pedagocial content, chances are that it will be part of the unit under NCATE accreditation review.  Because of this, the unit will be required to collect data from these programs newly defined as advanced programs for teachers.


�Vice Provost Gip Seaver and Teacher Certification Assessment Coordinator Carrie Zack have been meeting with Deans, Department Chairs, and faculty to determine which programs fall under this definition and what data may be collected.

SPA (and/or ISBE) reports are due to Carrie Zack by August 22, 2008 and due to NCATE (via website) by September 15, 2008.  Reporting due dates to your college or department may be earlier, so be sure to check with your chair or dean.  The August 22 deadline will allow the bare minimum amount of time for the Provost’s office to review SPA/ISBE reports and return them to the program for changes or submission to NCATE.  Keep in mind that waiting until the deadline will likely result in a serious time crunch leaving very little time to make revisions to the report and get it submitted to NCATE and/or ISBE by the deadline.  Program faculty are strongly encouraged to complete their reports as early as possible.

NCATE has recently posted a summary of the actions taken by its boards at their falll 2007 meeting.  The following are highlights from this summary:





All institutions accredited by NCATE must assess the following two professional dispositions: 1) fairness and 2) the belief that all students can learn. These are in addition to dispositions in our NIU conceptual framework.





Programs with a SPA will have two attempts at national recognition before recognition is denied.  However, if a program comes up short during its first review, that means more work will be required for the next year and a half in order to maintain national recognition. 





Endorsement programs will have to be included in the NCATE review beginning in Spring 2009, which is a semester before NIU’s NCATE site visit. In the meantime, NCATE plans to work out the details.





The Specialty Area Studies Board approved the standards for the preparation of Environmental Educators presented by the North American Association for Environmental Education.
