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Timeline for Writing the NCATE Institutional Report

The Vice Provost’s Office and the NCATE Teams will work together this year to write NIU’s Institutional Report to NCATE ahead of the Fall 2010 site visit. The following is a timeline detailing plans for completing writing process.

Fall 2009

By September 1, 2009 – submit NIU’s proposed NCATE visit date to ISBE and NCATE

By October 1, 2009 - collect needed data, information and documents for Institutional Report and Exhibit Room
By December 11, 2009 – NIU’s NCATE teams will create a bulleted list of items to cover for each element of the standards
Spring 2010

January-February 2010 – preliminary draft of Institutional Report will be completed and sent to NIU’s NCATE teams for review

By March 1, 2010 – NIU’s NCATE teams will provide feedback on the preliminary draft
April 16, 2010 – CITC will review the draft
April 1-May 1, 2010 – Institutional Report will be revised based on teams’ feedback

By May 1, 2010 -  Institutional Report will be submitted to NCATE
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 Common Issues with SPA Reports







































































Based on feedback it has recently received, NCATE is working to streamline its processes to make them less burdensome on institutions.





Streamlining of some processes is currently undergoing pilot testing.  The following are being pilot tested by NIU next fall:





Shorter visits (Sunday-Tuesday)


Smaller teams


Better use of technology (before, during, after visit)


Less burdensome self-study








Institutional Review will look like this:





Streamlined Regular Visit


Self-study to focus on target level for one standard


Simplified IR six months before visit


BOE reviews IR and provides feedback before visit


Unit has opportunity to address BOE concerns before visit





OR   (Other option in the future, NIU not piloting)





Continuous Improvement Visit


Self-study focused on a specific standard


Transformational project in teacher education


Further development of valid and reliable assessments


Proposal/negotiation for type nature of visit


Data on the work being done presented


Include BOE members with expertise in area of focus





For either type of visit, NCATE would look at data from Parts B and C of AACTE/NCATE Annual Report to ensure that standards continue to be met.





NCATE is also revising the SPA review process to be more streamlined and uniform but we’re not piloting that since we already submitted SPA reports in Fall 2008.

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September 2009 (1 year prior to visit)  NIU submits date preferences for NCATE visit


March-May 2010 (6 months prior to visit) NIU submits Institutional Report to NCATE and makes electronic exhibits available





March-June 2010 (6 months prior to visit) NIU publishes an announcement of the upcoming visit in local news media and on its website to invite third-party testimony





June-July 2010 Pre-visit committee reviews Institutional Report, electronic visits and annual reports and prepares a feedback report on areas for concern to be addressed before the on-site visit





August 2010 NIU sends its response to third party testimony to NCATE and sends a draft of its response to feedback from pre-visit committee





30-60 days prior to visit  NCATE pre-visit conducted electronically by BOE chair and representative from the state team





Fall 2010  3-5 person NCATE BOE team visits campus from Sunday-Tuesday

A couple of issues were cited on many of the SPA reports that were submitted to NCATE in Fall 2008 and returned to us in February 2009.  One issue was alignment of the standards with the assessments and the other issue was with rubrics.





In aligning assessments and rubrics to the standards, SPA reviewers were looking to see that 1) language similar to that of the standards appears on the assessment and the corresponding rubric and 2) and the specific elements of each standard appear rather than just the general standard. 





In the rubrics/scoring guides, reviewers were looking for specific details on what a piece of work looks like at each rating level for each rubric item rather than general descriptors such as “developing with concerns,” “developing without concerns,” etc.





A final concern of many SPA reviewers was that some reports did not present data on candidate performance on each element of the rubric. Instead, data were presented for the overall project or performance (which was fine for our annual reports to the unit but not for the SPA review).
