Students serving as individual or group practicum supervisors must

1.
have completed counseling practicum and internship experience equivalent to those within an entry-level program;

2.
have completed or are receiving preparation in counseling supervision; and

3.
be supervised by program faculty, with a faculty-student ratio that does not exceed  1:5.

All students who serve as individual and/or group practicum supervisors have already completed the entry-level program and have either completed CAHC 652 Supervision in Counseling or are in the process of taking the course.  It is a requirement of CAHC 652 that students do a minimum of 40 hours of counseling supervision.  Most students supervise the master's practica CAHC 550 or CAHC 551.  Students in CAHC 652 are supervised by both the instructor of CAHC 652 and the instructor of CAHC 550 or 551 sections.  The faculty/student ratio for CAHC 550 is 1:5.  On rare occasions if a section of CAHC 550 has 6 or 7 students in it, doctoral graduate assistants who help in the coordination of the Counseling Lab, assist the instructor who then provides the necessary supervision to the graduate assistants.  

On occasion, the program  allows doctoral students to teach and supervise individual or group practicum class or internship.  In all cases, only doctoral students who have successfully completed their comprehensive examinations may teach these classes. Each doctoral student is supervised by a program faculty. In the case of the doctoral practicum or internship, only instructors with a doctorate are permitted to teach them.


All doctoral students who are allowed to teach practica or internship have 


successfully completed the doctoral level supervision course and have had 


internship experience with supervision from a doctorate level faculty as a part of 


this class. Doctoral students who teach individual practicum never have more than 


a 1:5 ratio. Doctoral students who teach have also had prior teaching experiences 


with program faculty during an internship experience.  This happens generally 


through team-teaching opportunities.

A site supervisor must have

1.
a minimum of a master's degree in counseling or a related profession with equivalent qualifications, including appropriate certifications and/or licenses;

2.
a minimum of two years of pertinent professional experience in the program area in which the student is completing clinical instruction; and

3.
knowledge of the program's expectations, requirements, and evaluation procedures for students.

Site supervisor credentials are checked to see that they include a degree in counseling at or above the level of degree for which the internship student is seeking.  Site supervisors have a minimum of two years of appropriate professional experience.  Site supervisors are provided an explanation of our program's expectations, requirements, and evaluation procedures for students.  Faculty supervisors meet at least once during the semester with site supervisors to provide the explanation of our program expectations, requirements, and procedures.
