ILAS 301 Course Overview
The teacher certification programs at Northern Illinois University ask future teachers to become reflective practitioners who continually evaluate how choices and actions affect the learning community and who actively seek opportunities for professional growth. In addition, ILAS 301 encourages students to focus upon issues in adolescent development and learning relevant to the effective teaching of a particular discipline. In particular, students are asked to reflect upon the issues of middle school structure and teaching methods, diversity in the schools, current issues in secondary education, and professionalism.
 

Course Requirements:
In order to accomplish the course goals and objectives, students in ILAS 301 are asked to engage in three distinct tasks: complete clinical hours in schools, attend and participate in seminars, and reflect (verbally and in writing) on how the clinical experiences and seminars contribute to their understanding of the teaching profession. Students are encouraged to view the three tasks as interconnected, meaning that they are expected to link what they experience in the classrooms with what they hear and discuss in the seminars (and vice versa) and to comment on these connections in their verbal and written reflections. 

In order to successfully complete ILAS 301, students must complete requirements in each of the following three categories.
A. Clinical Experiences in the Schools:
1. Experience Time Records (2):  Students will complete 50 clock hours of clinical experience, 25 at the high school level and 25 at the middle school level.

Each student’s two school placements have been arranged by the College’s Placement Office for Clinical Experiences. Questions or concerns about placements should be addressed to Judy Cox-Henderson, the Coordinator of Clinical Experiences (Zulauf 215, 753-0325, jcoxhenderson@niu.edu). Students are responsible for their own transportation to and from the schools and for arranging a time schedule for the visits. 

Total hours for each school must include no less than 25 hours for the high school and 25 hours for the middle school. These hours include any time productively spent in the building, including classroom observations, lessons/teaching activities, the initial meeting, and any other non-classroom activities (such as building tours, departmental meetings, faculty meetings or field trips). Students will keep track of their observation hours by completing two ILAS 301 Experience Time Record forms, one for the high school and one for the middle school. 

2.  Lesson Plan Packets (2)
Students will teach a lesson at BOTH of their assigned clinical sites.
Documentation of the lessons taught at your clinical sites must be completed during the period of clinical experiences and is due at the final meeting.  Discuss this requirement with your cooperating teachers early in the semester so you can begin planning the lesson, and then complete the following steps documenting the exercise:
 LESSON PLAN PACKET
I. Write a lesson plan (ILAS 301 Lesson Plan Format) in collaboration with your cooperating teachers. Include in the description a list of materials you will need for the lesson and attach all relevant notes and/or other non-cumbersome materials (i.e., worksheets, text pages, overheads).    

II. After completing the lesson, write a Description/Self-evaluation of the Lesson in which you note the strengths of the lesson as well as suggestions for further development. Pay particular attention to your evaluation of the effectiveness of strategies used in interacting with students.
III. Have your cooperating teacher complete the appropriate section of the ILAS 301 Lesson Evaluation form. You will turn in a Lesson Plan Packet (parts I, II, and III) for BOTH clinical sites.

3.  Cooperating Teacher Assessments (2) 
At the end of your clinical experience in each of your clinical sites, have your cooperating teachers                       complete the appropriate ILAS 301 Teacher Assessment of Student Performance form -- one for the middle school and one for the high school.
B. Participation in Seminars:

Clinical students will be expected to attend all seven seminar sessions; to submit their written assignments by the due date listed on the syllabus; to complete in-class activities; to read assigned materials; and to reflect on their lesson planning and experience in the schools in a thoughtful and thorough manner in written assignments.
1. Written Assignments.
Most seminar topics are accompanied by a written assignment. All written assignments must be completed by the due date listed on the syllabus, unless late work is approved by the instructor.

Written assignments will be graded using the rubric (posted on the course website) for each assignment.   Any assignment that does not meet standards may be revised within the time parameters set by the small group facilitator.
2. Small Group Discussions 
Clinical students will participate in small group seminar discussions. 

Course Grades:
Grading for ILAS 301 is Satisfactory/Unsatisfactory. The Coordinating Instructor will assign the final grade based on the recommendations of the Cooperating Teachers and the appropriate Small Group Facilitator. 
· The Cooperating Teachers’ recommendations will be contained in three forms: (1) the ILAS 301 Teacher Assessment of Student Performance forms, at least one from each the high school and the middle school; (2) the ILAS 301 Lesson Evaluation forms from your Cooperating Teachers, one from the high school and one from the middle school; (3) the Cooperating Teacher Checklist, one from the high school and one from the middle school, signed by the respective cooperating teachers.  

· The Small Group Facilitator’s recommendation will be based on that individual’s completion of the ILAS 301 Final Assessment of Student Performance form evaluating your participation in class discussion and activities and the quality of your written assignments.
· At the last meeting of the class on Nov. 30th, you will hand in the materials specified in the Final Submission Checklist. These materials are to be placed, in the specified quantity and order, into the colored folder you received at the first seminar with the course packet in it. Your work will be evaluated by your Small Group Facilitator. The Coordinating Instructor will then forward the file to the appropriate Discipline Coordinator. You may retrieve your file from your Discipline Coordinator at the beginning of the next semester.

Clinical Experiences

 Lesson Modification for ELLs
As the second of three NIU courses designed to meet the Illinois State Board of Education’s required 100 clock hours of pre-student teaching clinical experiences, ILAS 301 calls on secondary teacher certification candidates in the College of Liberal Arts and Sciences to develop new professional skills as well as to continue growing in terms of previous learning. Course goals and objectives are therefore divided into two distinct categories:

Through clinical experiences in public school settings and participation in seminars and small group discussions facilitated by professional educators, teacher certification candidates in this clinical will begin to demonstrate their understanding of:
1. The central concepts, methods of inquiry, and structure of the discipline as they contribute to the development of meaningful learning experiences. 

. Candidates will develop and implement at least one lesson in their discipline (CE, L, S, E). 

a. Candidates will modify their lesson to address varying learning styles of students. (MS, LS, RA, FR).
2. The diversity of learning styles and student needs as they relate to teacher planning and instruction. 

. Candidates will identify the learning styles addressed in their lessons and teaching activities (CE, RA, S, LS, ELL). 
a. Candidates will identify modifications which could be made in their lessons and teaching activities to accommodate different learning styles (L, MS, LS, RA, FR). 

3. How the diverse cultural, racial, gender, socio-economic and family backgrounds of students impact choices in curriculum and methodology. 

. Candidates will reflect upon the diversity of the student population in their cooperating school (CE, S, LS, FR, ELL).
a. Candidates will reflect upon the diverse backgrounds of their students (FR). 
4. Middle school philosophy, structure, and practice and the developmental needs of middle school students. 

. Candidates will differentiate between the philosophies, structures, and practices of middle schools and junior high schools (S, CE, FR, MS). 
a. Candidates will identify cognitive and affective similarities and differences between middle school and high school students (S, CE, MS, FR).  
Through observations in public school settings and participation in seminars and small group discussions facilitated by professional educators, teacher certification candidates in this clinical will continue to: 

5. Maintain professional standards. 

. Candidates will communicate professionally with students, faculty, and staff (CE, L, E). 

a. Candidates will perform duties promptly and professionally (CE, L, E).
b. Candidates will dress professionally (CE, L, E). 

6. Consider strategies for establishing a positive learning environment in the classroom. 

. Candidates will explain how a teacher's responsiveness to the diverse needs of students contributes to a positive learning environment (S, CE, FR). 

a. Candidates will evaluate the effectiveness of strategies they used in their instructional interactions with students (CE, L, FR, ELL, E).  

7. Develop their instructional skills through working with high school and middle school students, one-on-one, in small groups, and in the classroom setting. 

. Candidates will work with their cooperating teacher(s) to devise activities for them to work directly with students in ways such as tutoring students, providing classroom assistance, or teaching short lessons (L, LS, CE).  

a. Candidates will implement these plans, made in consultation with their cooperating teacher (L, LS, CE). 

8. Grow in the role of reflective practitioner. 

. Candidates will contribute to small group discussions assessing the link between seminar topics and classroom observations (S, CE).  

a. Candidates will complete written reflections on how their ILAS 301 experiences relate to themselves as prospective teachers (S, CE, R).    

Course Website:
All assignments for this course will be posted on-line on the course website: https://teachers.share.niunt.niu.edu/sites/ilas301/.  The assignment templates must be downloaded from the site, completed, and then saved back to the site by the due dates.
