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(1) ETT 541: Library Services for Children and Young Adults

This course had a number of internet technology initiatives. Steve Builta told me that I was the first one in the COE to use blogs and wikis (he created the basic format) for teaching a class. This class worked in three blogs and two wikis during the semester. We also joined a number of social and professional networking tools:  GoodReads, Library-Ning, Twitter,FaceBook, YouTube, etc. (10 professional networks and five social networks total) and discussed how these can be used in serving children and young adults in school and public libraries. In addition, this class used AdobeConnect as a communication tool. 

(2) In all of my classes, I always have an online component. Each one is essentially a blended class. LiveText and Blackboard (one or the other) are used to hold all class materials: syllabi, assignments, PPTs, announcements, etc.  In addition, all assignments are turned in to me electronically via LiveText. I also hold discussions at various times during the semester online – these are done in Blackboard. (I have also used WebBoard in the past, but I find this tool too bulky.)
