The Bilingual ESL unit is offering online courses in a hybrid 

format where candidates meet in a face-to-face session four 

times during the semester and ten times online. This course

delivery now extends to eight courses. This allows teachers

from a wider geographic region to enroll in coursework to

obtain the English as a second language and bilingual approval from the State of Illinois and to complete 24 of the 33 hours required for a Master’s in Literacy Education.
