Response:  In addition to the typical lecture and discussion instructional strategies, the Reading Faculty makes extensive use of the following strategies:

a. Small group activities to apply what the instructor has covered in lectures

b. Simulations of assessment administration, scoring, and interpretation

c. “Grand Rounds” format to discuss assessment results and instructional needs of struggling readers

d. Computerized scoring of assessments

e. Examination of computer-based reading instruction programs
