Incorporation of Technology in Instruction: LTLA 341

In the past, students in LTLA 341 created an “All About Me” book which was 

published in a traditional book format. Beginning in the fall semester of 2008, I decided to update this assignment to require the use of technology. Students now write about a memorable personal experience and publish their Multimedia Memoirs using software programs such as PowerPoint and Photo Story. The Multimedia Memoir is a multifaceted assignment in that it provides motivation for writers, and it also incorporates the use of technology in language arts instruction. 

MyLabSchool. Beginning in the spring of 2008, I also incorporated the use of MyLabSchool, a website available with the Allyn and Bacon published course textbook, into the LTLA 341 course. Students log onto the MyLabSchool website to access video clips of actual classroom situations. Out of the hundreds of video clips, I selected ones that illustrate the best practices in teaching writing. After viewing the video clip, students share their responses to assigned observational questions in small group and large group discussions. 
LiveText. I also continue to integrate use of LiveText throughout my teaching. I provide weekly announcements, add additional links and resources related to teacher preparation and the teaching of Language Arts, and I evaluate students’ assignments.
