* Two recently upgraded distance education classrooms with support for HD video and audio to and from multiple remote locations. Both classrooms seat 30 students, have multiple cameras for shooting the instructor and students, a large screen projector, document camera, and computer system.

* The college supports faculty who want to incorporate podcasting, wikis, and blogs in their instruction. A number of faculty have started to use these new generation Internet tools to involve their students collaboratively in on-line learning, whether as part of a fully on-line class or, more often, as an adjunct to a class that meeting primarily face-to-face.

* We support both the Windows (PC) and OS-X (Mac) platforms. Our technical staff is trained and certified to support both platforms, and we are an authorized Apple computer repair center. Faculty have a wide variety of software and hardware they can choose from in both platforms.

* The College of Education utilizes LiveText, in addition to BlackBoard, for course content delivery. In addition, LiveText is used as a primary means of assessment data collection and analysis in our courses leading to certification.

* Faculty also have access to Wimba and Adobe Connect, two tools that allow faculty to delivery audio and video content over the Internet to remote learners. These tools can be integrated into other BlackBoard curriculum or used stand-alone, and have been employed in situations from regular classroom instruction, to small group sessions with students at multiple locations, to one-on-one sessions between students and instructor. Both programs allow for audio, video, text chat, graphical sharing, and screen (application) sharing.

* The Learning Center, located in the basement of Gabel Hall, features two large computer laboratories with both Windows and Macintosh computers available for open student use. The LC also houses a wide variety of instructional materials in several different media formats, as well as tools to create both media and manipulatives students might need in the practice instruction and classes.
