One speech-language pathology faculty member is conducting a district approved study to look at literacy development in one elementary school in DeKalb.  Specifically, the study involves determining if certain subgroups of children experience greater challenges with the newly implemented reading series.  This faculty member has presented the study concept and received faculty support from all teachers at the elementary

 

Additionally, 23 NIU students under the direction of a faculty member implement weekly phonological awareness sessions with first and second students (28 children) identified by teachers as at risk for literacy difficulties.  The faculty member works closely with the principal concerning the program, providing her weekly lesson plans and progress reports.
Students enrolled in the program provide direct services to students in the public schools, especially those needing bilingual services.  Students work under the supervision of faculty members at all times.
