Standard 5:  Exhibit 2:  Summary of instructional strategies, including the use of technology, by faculty
Faculty employ a number of instructional strategies and select them according to the subject matter being covered and the needs of each individual course. These strategies may include lecture, small group discussion, and case studies as well as other forms of instruction. One course, COMD   775 , focuses on the application of evidence based practice to specific clinical situations that the students are involved in, creating a “grand rounds” type of environment. All faculty members use BlackBoard as a platform for their courses.  Syllabi, Power Point presentations and handouts are all posted on BlackBoard.  Students may interact with instructors and their fellow students by using the discussion board feature of BlackBoard.

The program maintains a Clinic BlackBoard site in addition to the individual course sites.  This site contains a plethora of information which can be easily accessed by students.  Student manuals and forms are posted on this site as well as information about certification, licensure, and obtaining the Type 73 certification.
