DISSERTATION:        “Michael Frayn, Richard Powers, and the Family System”
My dissertation explores the contemporary fiction of British author Michael Frayn and American author Richard Powers. While they employ modernist and postmodernist themes, their works resist strict associations with these traditions.  Though variously employing ironic and tragic modes, Frayn and Powers offer an ultimately affirmative treatment of human character.  Even out of the irrational, the unstable, and the uncontrollable, the authors find coherence especially in the structures and relationships of the family.  I approach these through family systems theory, a sociological model describing the matrices of interactions within the family that redresses the pathological focus of psychoanalysis and offers holistic and realistic analyses of individuals in conflict.  I argue that the narratological, characterological, and thematic structures in Frayn’s Spies and Headlong, and in Powers’s The Prisoner’s Dilemma and The Echo Maker, are fundamentally informed by the family system.
