_____  Multicultural School Observation Experience:  Proper placement in ILAS 201, 301 or 401.
G. GPA PROGRAM REQUIREMENTS

Undergraduate students must maintain a cumulative GPA of 2.75 and a discipline GPA of 3.0.  Graduate students must maintain a cumulative GPA of 3.25 and a discipline GPA of 3.0.  Students who fall below that will not be admitted to the program.  Students already admitted to the program will be given only one semester in which they may fall below that GPA level.  Failure to raise the GPA or the need for a second semester below the requirement will result in dismissal from the program.
