Recruitment and Admission Policies for Undergraduate Program

Candidates apply for admission to the program typically the semester after the introduction course.  Criteria for undergraduate admission are:

· Minimum 2.75 GPA

· Grade of “C” or better in General Education core courses

· Successful completion of the Basic Skills Test

· Negative TB Test

· Negative Criminal Background Check

Criteria for undergraduate certification retention are:

· Grade of “C” or better and overall minimum 3.0 GPA in the following courses: KNPE 343, 365, 366, 367, 368 and 490.

· Positive disposition assessment

· Successful completion of the Content Knowledge Test

Criteria for exit of undergraduate program are:

· Positive student teaching evaluation

· Acceptable portfolio

· Acceptable Student Teaching Evaluation and Improvement Plan

· Eligible for BSEd degree

Recruitment and Admission Policies for Initial Certification at the Graduate Level 

Criteria for Graduate-certification are:

· Minimum 3.0 GPA

· Admission to the Graduate School

· Successful completion of the Basic Skills Test

· Negative TB Test

· Negative Criminal Background Check

Criteria for Initial Certification at the Graduate Level retention are:

· Grade of “C” or better and overall minimum 3.0 GPA in the following courses: KNPE 577, 365, 366, 367, 368 and 490.

· Positive disposition assessment

· Successful completion of the Content Knowledge Test

Criteria for exit for Initial Certification at the Graduate Level are:

· Positive student teaching evaluation

· Acceptable portfolio

· Acceptable Student Teaching Evaluation and Improvement Plan
