8. Faculty workload policies

All PhD/EdD level mathematics education faculty in the department teach a total of 2 courses per semester or 3 courses per semester.  Research expectations vary with the course load.  Faculty members also teach reading courses, advise mathematics education majors, supervise honors projects, and fulfill committee responsibilities at the departmental, college, and university levels.  

The Teacher Certification Coordinator teaches 1 methods class, coordinates Math 401 including clinical experiences, coordinates student teaching, advises mathematics education majors and fulfills committee responsibilities at the departmental, college, and/or university levels.

9. Summary of faculty workloads

Currently 3 PhD/EdD level mathematics education faculty members are teaching 2 courses per semester and 1 PhD/EdD level mathematics education faculty member is teaching 3 courses per semester.  Two are conducting reading courses, all are advising mathematics education majors, one is supervising an honors project, and all are fulfilling committee responsibilities at the departmental, college, and/or university levels.  The Teacher Certification Coordinator is teaching one methods class and coordinating pre-student teaching clinical experiences, coordinating student teaching, advising mathematics education majors, and fulfilling committee responsibilities at the departmental, college, and/or university levels
