Mathematics
Undergraduate

Upon a student’s decision to seek teacher certification in mathematics, the student is assigned an initial advisor within the department who plans an initial program for the student.  Within the next year, the student is assigned an interim advisor who contacts the student each semester to arrange for a meeting and provides guidance in course selection and assesses students’ progress towards admission to the program.  Upon admission to Math 401, the final clinical experience before student teaching, the Teacher Certification Coordinator becomes the students’ advisor and provides guidance through the final phases of certification.

Graduate

Advising is handled by the Director of Graduate Studies.  All students meet with the director at least once a semester.
