Graduate Nursing Traineeship Awards

The School of Nursing awards grant upon receipt of eligibility notice from the U.S. Department of
Health and Human Services Bureau of Health Professions. The traineeship grants are awarded for a full
year and provide funding to cover tuition, books, and fees for qualified students. Stipends may be given if

funding permits. The purpose of the grant is to support students enroll in a:

1. Full-time course of study in a masters of nursing program OR
2 Full-time post-nursing master's certificate program OR
3 Part-time course of study in a masters of nursing program and be expected to complete

the program within 12 months OR :
4. Part-time post-master's certificates program and are expected to complete the program

within 12 months.
NOTICE TO STUDENTS APPLYING FOR A FEDERAL TRAINEESHIP

Please be aware that the Traineeships are competitive and Grade Point Averages in graduate
school are taken into consideration. It is expected that all information requested be supplied including any
outside financial support that the student receives. The Schoo! of Nursing does require that students take
advantage of outside financial support (i.e. tuition reimbursement from their employer) if possible so that
Traineeship fund can be expanded to as many students as possible. Traineeship funds given to students
receiving outside financial support will be adjusted based on other financial support the student is

receiving.
Notice to students who apply under the FULL-TIME eligibility criteria:

Students must be registered as full-time students (9 or more semester hours) by the first week of
the semester to be considered for a traineeship. There will be NO exceptions to this policy. Students
must maintain full-time status throughout the semester. Dropping from full-time to part-time status will
result in the students’ having to repay any Traineeship funds given to them if you are not in the last 12

months of the program.
Notice to students who apply under the PART-TIME eligibility criteria:

Students must be registered as part-time students (less than 9 semester hours) by the first week
of the semester to be considered for a traineeship and be in the last 12 months of the program. There will
be NO exceptions to this policy. Students must maintain part-time status throughout the semester.
Dropping from the program during the semester will result in the students’ having to repay any Traineeship

funds given to them.

Application Criteria:

All applicants are required to meet the governmental criteria for the grant. The criteria include:

1) Be admitted to the graduate-nursing program for the semester of application.
2) Be enrolled in a full-time graduate study for a minimum of 9 semester hours in both fall
and Spring Semesters during the award year
OR
3) Be enrolled in the post-master's Certificate Program full time for a minimum of 9 semester
hours
