Letters of Recommendation

I will write a letter of recommendation for you if you worked in my lab (485 or volunteer), did an honors proposal with me (499H), were very active in SPA (e.g., an officer), or participated in GIGSS. If you have other strong letters, I will write you a letter if you did well in my research methods course. 

Before I will agree to write you a letter, however, I need the following information: 

1. When you were in my class, GIGSS, 485, or SPA.

2. Details of the experience (e.g., for a class tell me what grade you got, for 485 tell me what you did, for SPA tell me what position you held). 

3.  School information. For each school, tell me what program (e.g., Cognitive or Clinical) you are applying to, where letters should go, and when the letter is due.  I also need any forms the school needs (with your info filled out). 

4. Your GPA and GRE scores. I need this to write the letter.

5. A copy of your personal statement that you will be submitting along with your application. This should be a 2-page description that includes what your goals are, why you are well-prepared, and why you fit their program. Make sure to proof-read and have 2 others read it before you submit it.
