*Students pursuing history & social sciences licensure must have a declared major in history or another social science subject. 

*All courses required for licensure must be passed with a grade of "C" of higher. 

*Of the seven required upper-level (300/400) HIST classes required for the History major, one must be taken in each of the three groups (A, B & C) and two must be 400-level 
courses. 
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
