Latino and Latin American Studies (LATS) 

 

101. INTRODUCTION TO LATINO STUDIES (3). Introduction to the interdisciplinary field of 

Latino Studies. Exploration of the history, culture, and experiences of Latinos in the United States 

in the nineteenth and twentieth centuries with emphasis on immigration and migration; 

colonialism and imperialism; community formation; labor markets; race and racial formations; 

gender and sexuality; political activism; religion; and popular culture.  

 

Rationale: This course will be one of two required courses for students in the Latino and Latin American 

Studies minor. The interdisciplinary course offers students the foundational knowledge they need to 

pursue upper-level courses in the minor. In 2014, Illinois had the fifth largest Hispanic/Latinx population 

in the nation (2.2 million people), with almost all of that population (2.1 million people) living in the 

Chicago-Naperville-Elgin metropolitan area. Given this regional trend, it is important that we offer our 

students the opportunity to understand the historical and contemporary Latino experience in the United 

States; it is also important for us to allow for comparisons between Latino experiences and those of other 

minority populations in the United States, especially African Americans, Asian Americans, and Native 

Americans. Relatedly, this course will complement and support NIU’s long-term goals of recruiting and 

retaining Latino students to campus and achieving Hispanic-serving Institution (HSI) status. A review of 

peer and aspiring institutions reveals as well that this class is a common core component of a Latino and 

Latin American Studies program curriculum.  

 

Non-Duplication: The Departments of History, Sociology, and World Languages and Cultures were 

notified with regard to this course and have indicated there is no significant duplication with any of their 

current course offerings.

WGSS 300. RESEARCH METHODS IN WOMEN, GENDER, AND SEXUALITY STUDIES 

(4). Overview of research methodologies used in feminist and queer research and artistry. 

Includes hands-on training in data collection and analysis techniques. Required for WGSS 

majors. Open to WGST and LGBTQ+ Studies minors. PRQ: WGSS 101; WGSS major; WGST 

minor or LGBTQ+ Studies minor with consent of the director or program adviser for the Center 

for the Study of Women, Gender, and Sexuality. 

 

Rationale: A version of this course is already in the catalog: LGBT 351. This revised course will be 

applicable to both LGBTQ+ and WGST students. In an interdisciplinary program, students possess a 

range of knowledge about evidence, knowledge, reason, and research ethics. Students would benefit from 

a methods course in that it would allow us to provide them with a clear, consistent, practical set of tools 

that apply to their course work. By teaching them actual methodological skills, we would also provide 

students with skills that employers appreciate, such as interviewing techniques, data analysis techniques, 

and analytical, empirically-based writing skills. 

 

Non-Duplication: The Departments of Anthropology, History, Psychology, and Sociology were notified 

with regard to this course and have indicated there is no significant duplication with any of their current 

course offerings. While many other departments offer research methods courses, this course is unique 

because it is grounded in feminist and queer methodological traditions and debates. Students will learn a 

variety of data collection and analysis techniques, which are somewhat transferable across fields, but all 

are geared toward feminist praxis.

Admission Requirements 

Students are admitted to the Secondary Mathematics Educator Licensure Program when they 

have: 

 Established an advising file with the Secondary Mathematics Educator Licensure 

Program and completed satisfactory reviews of progress each semester after 

establishment of the file;

 Earned a minimum GPA of 2.25 in all courses counted for credit toward the major 

numbered above MATH 231;

of Education;

Retention

Rationale: 1) Public Act 100-0932 was signed into law in Illinois on August 17, 2018, effective 

immediately. This law states that Illinois educator licensure programs may no longer require an applicant 

to an educator licensure program to pass the Illinois State Board of Education’s recognized test of basic 

skills prior to the semester before student teaching. The tests include the Test of Academic Proficiency 

(TAP), ACT, SAT, Basic Skills Test (BST). Thus, to be admitted to the secondary mathematics educator 

licensure program, there is no longer a requirement for an applicant to pass a recognized test of basic 

skills. 2) Since passing a recognized test of basic skills has to be removed as a requirement for admission 
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to the program, and passing the TAP/ACT/SAT/BST is a requirement for licensure, this requirement must  

be inserted in the retention part of this program.

Accelerated B.S./M.S. Program in Mathematical Sciences 

 

Admission 

This accelerated sequence leads to both the B.S. and M.S. degrees in Mathematical Sciences. 

Students who wish to complete this program may apply to the department during their junior 

year. The program is open to undergraduate majors in mathematical sciences who have completed 

at least 90 semester hours of undergraduate course work including all general education 

requirements, all major requirements below the 400 level, and MATH 430. Students who have 

met these criteria may apply for admission to the M.S. program in Mathematical Sciences under 

the special provisions of the accelerated degree program. Students must complete their 

applications to the M.S. program according to the procedures of the Graduate School. Admission 

to the accelerated degree program is contingent upon departmental approval.
